Leadership in climate change

Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change

Appointed as a Convening Lead Author (CLA) for the Fourth Assessment Report of the IPCC from 2004-2007, I was one of only six CLAs from the UK within the 500 authors from around the world involved in this assessment. I led the assessment of adaptation options and observations in AR4 and was previously a Lead Author in the Third Assessment Report (1998-2001) and Contributing Author in Second Assessment 1993-1995).

Tyndall adaptation theme

I have led the adaptation research theme in the Tyndall Centre since its inception in 2000. In Phase 1 (2000-2006) this involved managing over £2.5 million research investment within UEA and across 10 Tyndall partners and external collaborators. In Phase 2, I lead a team of five post-doctoral researchers and an investment of £1 million. The programme is now recognised as the single most important effort on adaptation to climate change anywhere in the world (evidenced by comments in the NERC Evaluation Review in 2004) and has produced over 150 refereed publications, including three in Nature and Science, and four books and journal issues.

Consultant to the Stern Review on Climate Change within the HM Treasury. Consultant on policy options for adaptation to climate change to OECD Ministerial Joint Working Party on Agriculture and Environment in Paris. I have undertaken work in this area for UNDP, GEF, DEFRA.
Mentoring of research team and training of PhDs

I have promoted and stimulated climate change research through mentoring a number of post-doctoral researchers, currently manageing five post-docs and have two ongoing PhDs. I have supervised nine PhDs to completion including four directly on climate change research. These former students are now active social scientists in research and faculty posts in Universities of São Paolo, Leeds, Oxford, Witwatersrand, and Stockholm; in the Overseas Development Institute in London and the Trade Directorate of OECD in Paris; and hold prestigious Tyndall Centre and British Academy Fellowships.

Significant international collaborations and networks

I have promote international interdisciplinary collaboration and engaged in international policy debates on climate change through collaborative links and global research networks. These include major collaborations through the Resilience Alliance; with the new Stockholm Resilience Centre on the goverance of ecosystem services, Stockholm University; with the IHDP Global Environmental Change and Human Security Programme based at the University of Oslo and others.  

In 2007, I have given plenary lectures at: ‘Shifting the Discourse: Climate Change as an Issue of Human Security’, University of Oslo; IHDP ‘Earth System Governance: Theories and Strategies for Sustainability Congress’, Free University, Amsterdam; the US National Summit on Coping with Climate Change, University of Michigan, Ann Arbor; the IPCC-RGS Launch Conference, RGS, London; and will deliver the inaugural Willeke Frontiers in Environmental Science Lecture at Miami University in November. Recent policy seminars include DFID London and at Stormont Assembly in Belfast.
In the past year my work on adaptive capacity and adaptation has received media coverage and I have commented on Stern Review, IPCC, G8 and climate security in various media: BBC News 24, BBC World, BBC Radio 4 Today Programme, Farming Today, and in Guardian, FT, New Scientist, BBC News online, Nature online and numerous international press.
