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Biodiversity outline report- lists edition

The UEA biodiversity survey was commissioned in early 2010 to investigate life on the grounds owned by UEA
around the central campus in Norwich, Norfolk. The area highlighted in figure 1. Comprising the campus urban area
and the wilder green space. The aim of this project was to catalogue life in selected taxa (table 1) and to quantify the
biodiversity in certain areas targeted for management, identified as of interest to Estates and in certain taxa (table
1). To this aim volunteers and nominally paid fieldworkers set out to conduct a rigorous survey, collating historic
record and collecting new records. The previous book written on the natural history of the UEA and surrounding area
was last updated in 1989 and was a readable collection of records collated by Dr Chris Gibson from projects,
personal research and observation and collections from the wider UEA staff, students and the community. The gap
between 1989 and 2004 where few records exist is a gap in our knowledge of this area and much has changed in the
period intervening. Some ornithological records exist but no systematic records were kept even of activities such as
bird ringing, organised demonstrations (bat walks fungal forays etc) or of student projects. The second aim of this
survey is to stimulate further research into the environment around UEA and to act as a resource for the students
across schools and faculties who wish to delve deeper into the countryside on our doorstep.

Introduction:

This first report is a rather dry report of the lists of taxa recorded during the survey period 2009-2011 with additional
records where merited for other periods. Table 1 and activities therein indicate the focus of the effort. Where
opportunity allowed, or experts visited the taxa range has been expanded to include chance records, and in this way
this list mirrors the report from 1987 and 1989 by Dr Gibson. It is anticipated that this report be added to with
longer accounts of each species as shown in the ornithological section towards the end of the report. There is
considerable useful data that has been generated through surveys and much that is not reflected in systematic lists
and this detail should come out in the web-based archive planned.



Habitats and Flora

The habitats and flora were surveyed in 1983-1985 and again in 2010-2011, data from 2010-11 are presented here in
table 2 along with an indication of abundance and habitat. This survey did not include planted specimens but does
include accidentally introduced species where they are present on the wider campus. The general habitat status and
management is not discussed here but will be commented on in the UEA campus management plan, which this
survey has helped to inform. Other life often included with plants are the lower plants and fungi, and these lists have
been included in this report for completeness and as a useful reference. No specific study into the fungi have been
completed at UEA for many years and it is anticipated that a full survey will yield significant gains and losses in fungal
diversity- mirroring the changes in land use and habitats seen.

UEA biodiversity report details of birds 2009-2011

UEA campus supports a wide variety of habitats in small patches and correspondingly this attracts small number of
birds to breed and use. Unlike other taxa there is a large body of people interested in birds at UEA, along with a UEA
bird group and so records are quite common and therefore likely to be reliable estimates of the current populations.

Generally the species and populations at UEA seem to mirror the patterns wider landscape of East Anglia with a few
exceptions. There is a general increase in campus use and the species more sensitive to disturbance seem to be
declining. Campus use by humans and importantly dogs and cats is increasing and is predicted to increase further,
with a corresponding decrease in land area left undisturbed. The more inaccessible (wet) areas of the campus still
hold sensitive species such as snipe, woodcock and raptors, whereas apparently suitable habitat without a wet
barrier have lost these species. Even in the bluebell marsh there are dog runs where people train hunting dogs (pers
obs) and allow pets to run without supervision. There has been increasing records of domestic cats hunting and
using the UEA campus, with one suspected resident and this is also predicted to increase.

Records and recording

Records have been taken from Gibson (1987 1989), from modern collated records and from records submitted to
the major bird recording bodies, websites and fora. All records are included although some with reliable claim of
falsehood are highlighted (red necked grebe and little auk). | have made no attempt to highlight the finders of birds
and all records are in the public domain.

Notable species population changes

Several species have shown distinct changes in abundance on UEA campus in recent years (2004-2011) and it is
useful here to present the likely possible causes of the changes and to identify where further study would be of use.

Cormorant- increasing. Lack of persecution up to 21 individuals rest regularly in trees around the broad. They used
to be discouraged from doing so by projectiles, this practice is no longer acceptable and the birds remain albeit
normally in smaller numbers (2-4) that would be the norm for such a large water body.

Tufted duck very scarce in recent years with a steady decline. Probably due to disturbance

Goosander still regularly recorded but only at first light, quickly being disturbed and moving elsewhere. This is a
species likely to be driven off- largely due to disturbance in the early morning- which as fishing effort has not
appreciably altered and is probably attributable to uncontrolled dogs and dog walkers

Snipe. Once common, now restricted to two areas of damp marsh/woodland. Constant flushing by off-lead dogs has
undoubtedly contributed to the drop in numbers of wintering snipe at UEA

Woodcock Once common, now restricted to one area of damp marsh/woodland and the rabbit enclosure (protected
from disturbance). Constant flushing by off-lead dogs has undoubtedly contributed to the drop in numbers wintering
at UEA. Records continue to register due to the relatively high number of deaths caused by flying into the Sainsbury
centre windows (10-12 each year) Other windows around campus contribute 1-2 deaths of this species per year.

Coot have shown a steady decline in number of this species has been seen. This could be due to habitat change or to
disturbance ¢ certainly dogs swimming to active nests has been observed leading to the desertion of one nest in
2009. Flushing and disturbance is likely to cause this once common bird to decline further.

Turtle dove. The situation at UEA mirrors the rest of the East Anglian area. No records of this species since 2008.
Turtle doves were once regular on passage and this species has remained during the breeding season.



Lesser spotted woodpecker Once a breeding species it is now only very rarely observed and records are of single
birds observed in 2011 and in 2009. In 2006 there was a pair recorded and in each year before this regular sightings
along the Yare valley were reliable. It is likely that this species is no longer present at UEA and this mirrors the
species fate in the wider landscape of East Anglia. There are many ideas as to the drivers of the decline including
habitat change, competition with other species (nuthatch and greater spotter woodpecker being the prime
candidates) and changes in the abundance of prey items.

Willow tit. No reliable records of this species have been received after 2006. Records do come in each year but all
refer to misidentification of the now common marsh tit. Most notably from the Sainsbury centre woods where for 3
years there was a territorial male marsh tit which sang some vaguely willow tit phrases as part of territorial calling. It
is likely that this species has ceased breeding and this mirrors the species fate in the rest of East Anglia, with now no
known breeding site in the Norwich area (last confirmed breeding was at Whitlingham (5 miles south/east) in 2009)

Marsh tit becoming more common now with around 6 breeding pairs. In 2004 there were 2 breeding pairs of this
species in classic marsh tit habitat, it has now been recorded from the new plantation, the river yare woods, the blue
bell land greenhouses (probably using Eaton park as well) and the woods along Earlham park boundary in addition to
the traditional areas of the Sainsbury centre wood and the institute fields area. It is likely that this species will
continue to increase in number- as it has been doing in the wider east Anglia region. Ringing records from winter
feeding stations show the increase in winter catches from three individuals in 2006 to 12 in 2010 and 2011.
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confirmed in 2004 with 2 pairs holding territory and juvenile birds seen. This increased rapidly to a maximum of 6

pairs in 2008. This species overwinters in the UK and is resident and therefore susceptible to local climatic conditions

and food availability, however the population is probably fairly stable and UEA can support up to 6 pairs reliably.

They are commonly heard at the east end of the broad right around the back of the broad favouring the areas where

dense vegetation overhangs water. Only 4 individuals have been caught and ringed at UEA- largely due to the

difficulty of netting around the more public areas. These 4 were all from one session where mist netting was

conducted around the broad path. Aggressive dog walkers and joggers prohibit a repetition of this in future years.

Nuthatch. This species has shown a real increase and expansion at UEA over the last 5 years, moving from a single
breeding pair in 2004 to the current 5-6 pairs that raised at least 22 young in 2011. They have likewise colonised
Earlham park (traditionally one pair, now 3+), Eaton Park and surrounding gardens

Greenfinch. Greenfinches have had a dramatic population decline in recent years largely due to a disease spreading
and causing fairly high mortality. There have been no standardised counts but nest finding effort that found 22 nests
in 2008 could only locate 2 in 2009 and 2 in 2010, with a rise to 8 in 2011. The roost but the congregation halls ahs
likewise declined from 50 in 2008 to not detectable in 2009 and in winter 2011/12 is back up to between 67-72
birds. Ringing records of this species 2007- 139, 2008- 100, 2009-4, 2010 -105, 2011- 186 showing a marked decline
followed by a steady increase. This sort of collapse of a population has been recorded elsewhere in the UK.

Goldfinch

Goldfinch has been a steadily increasing species at UEA with year-on-year increases in breeding pairs, wintering birds
and birds caught at feeders. The species in the UK in general is experiencing a population and niche expansion and
this is predicted to continue and so we can expect this species to become one of our most frequently reported and
seen bird species.

Species accounts:

Species are listed below with a note to the estimates number of breeding pairs or the current best estimate of non
breeding numbers.

Mute Swan



Generally one or two pairs on the river or broad each year with cygnets common. Recently (2010/2011) no breeding
activity and only older cygnets from Cringleford feeding on the river. Common flyovers of 1-6 individuals. Pairs
coming to bread have been ringed but none recovered

Whooper swan

Regular fly over during autumn and winter. No records on the broad
Bewicks swan

Occasional flyover

Pink footed goose

Regular flyover sometimes in large numbers in autumn.

Greylag goose

Once common on the broad, now occasional visitor from nearby gravel pits, showing domestic interbreeding. Often
comes in with Canada goose

Canada goose

Occasional on the broad and on the playing fields ¢ becoming unusual in recent year- largely due to the increased
level of disturbance due to dog walkers and their charges

Egyptian goose

Regular visitor, loafer and occasional breeder at UEA with at least one brood being raised although the exact nest
site is unknown. Known for waking students in the ziggurats with their early summer displays and cropping the grass
outside the Sainsbury centre. Two ringed birds seen in spring were ringed at the nearby whitlingham country park
the same winter showing that these birds are using the wider landscape around Norwich.

Shelduck

Occasional visitor with one on lusty hills for a day in 2009. Otherwise occasionally seen on the wet grass behind the
university Village. No more recent records but occasional flyover birds are reported.

Widgeon
Winter visitor to the wet grass behind the village, rare on the broad. Not seen every year
Gadwall

Regular visitor to the UEA broad in winter and behind the university village, never common and only in ones and
twos

Teal

Decreasing winter visitor to the river and the dykes in the fen, often flushed from the reed bed becoming less
frequently seen presumably due to disturbance. At times gathers on the broad and common in the wet grassland
behind the university Village

Mallard



Present all year in a mixed flock of a range of domestic breeds and wild-type mallard. They breed annually and
manage 3-5 broods per year, losing most of these to Pike, entanglement in discarded fishing line and to predators.
Largest brood reported was of 12 chicks.

Pintail

Rare visitor in the autumn with one or two annually. More common in the wet grassland behind university village.
Garganey

Occasional passage visitor during spring, rarely staying more than a few hours

Shoveler

Visitor rarely spending days on the broad. Common in the flooded areas behind the village

Pochard

Regular visitor to the broad and village areas during the autumn and winter, rarely staying over a day

Tufted duck

Once a regular loafer on the UEA broad with counts of 10+ not uncommon. In recent years occurring as an irregular
visitor most winters with not clear reason. Numbers elsewhere not declining much.

Goldeneye
Occasionally most years on the broad, never staying for very long. 2 in 2011.
Goosander

Once regular in winter with up to 7 spending several days on the broad. Recently seen rarely on the broad and only
in the very early morning before being disturbed. Up to 5 seen in the winter of 2010/2011. Pushed onto the river
and then vacates the area. As disturbance increases sightings of goosander are likely to decrease.

Ruddy duck

Once regular with the last in 2009. The UK wide cull has reduced the population to such a level that ruddy duck will
be unlikely visitors in the future

Red legged partridge

Occasional breeder resident sometimes in medium sized flocks. Regular around the feeding stations and in the fields
alongside bluebell lane

Grey partridge

One record in 2010 from the institute of food research overflow carpark- presumably wandering in from the
surrounding countryside where they remain uncommon. Historically has bred

Pheasant

Common visitor and occasional breeder with one nest found in 2009 near to the rabbit compound and one female
with 6 chicks found along the river Yare followed by a brood of 4 smaller chicks in Blackdale plantation. Common
around the bird feeders..

Little grebe



Increasingly uncommon visitor to the broad and river recorded annually 3 or 4 times and has remained for several
days on occasion. Historically has bred. Some winters common on the river Yare (2011/2012)

Great crested grebe

Stable breeder with up to three territories on the broad. Seen displaying from early Jan the 2 or 3 pairs partition the
broad and the breeding sites. 2 successful broods in 2011 reared 3 chicks. Maximum recorded was 4 broods rearing
6 chicks in 2009. Only absent when the broad freezes over, when they move to the river.

Red necked grebe
Very rare visitor with 1 reported in 2009 and occasionally back to 1975. One recent record is a known hoax.
Cormorant

Fluctuating visitor, used to and should breed in the large trees along the river, but the site is too disturbed and
cormorants are actively pestered by fishermen. Recently up to 6 have used the broad and they are regular on the
river and as daily flyovers.

Shag
Occasional long-stayers on the river Yare and occasionally the broad.
Bittern

Occasional visitor but has stayed for several weeks. Reported in the summer of 2010 and the winter of 2010 and
2011. Likely to be a wandering individuals form the healthy populations in the broads

Little egret

Regular flyover and one reported from the flooded grassland behind the university village. Recorded up to Jan 2012
(J.Gill) and almost daily since. Also reported from the river fringes 2011/2012

Great white egret
One flyover in 2012.
Grey heron

Regular resident and past breeder. Seen most days and can be confiding. Regular flushing by uncontrolled dogs will
likely drive this species to the more secluded areas

Osprey
Occasional flyover in the autumn and seen once over the river in spring 2008.
Black kite

One record although some doubt exists as to the reliability of this.



Red kite

Regularly seen flying over/past and now that this species is a breeding Norfolk species likely to be encountered more
frequently.

Marsh harrier

Occasional visitor following the Yare river valley. See taking a moorhen chick at UEA in late summer 2010 and
reported every couple of years drifting over

Goshawk

Goshawk sightings are occasional and usually from experienced birders, suggesting that they may move through the
area. Reported in 2009 and before, not since

Sparrowhawk

Common resident that has bred at UEA. Currently the preferred nest tree a few metres outside of the UEA
boundary- so in strong winds in the breeding season does breed over UEA. Regular visitor hunting throughout the
year. Autumn usually sees an influx from elsewhere (migrants?) with the winter bird feeders hosting up to 4
different males and two different females. 2 birds ringed annually, no retraps or recoveries

Buzzard

Increasing visitor with one seen low over Colney Lane in 2011. The rest of the records are flyover birds. There is good
reason to suspect that sightings will be more common- although the site is probably too disturbed to hold residents.

Kestrel

Has bred on the very edge of UEA land. Currently a visitor in any month of the year. In good rodent years several
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Hobby

Increasing passage visitor and almost certainly bred in 2010, with a pair present all summer and adults seen taking
food (swift and 2 swallow) to the same old crow nest. Juvenile birds were seen in 2010. Present for a few days most
years following the hirundines.

Peregrine

Several old records, recent records probably originate from the pair present in the City of Norwich and relate to
flyover birds.

Merlin

Old records only, nothing from 1982

Quail
Old records with one report of a flyover in 2004

Water rail



Common winter visitor and occasionally reported breeder. Up to 6 individuals seen in cold weather when the broad
and reed beds are frozen, 4 reported from the storm drain at the west end of the broad with a further 2 by the south
side of the broad on the same survey transect. Display and calls heard in 2009 and 2010 strongly suggesting breeding
of at least 2 pairs.

Moorhen

Common but declining resident. 6 pairs seems to be the normal each year, but winter numbers have decreased to
just these residents, probably the same individuals as shown by ringed bird consistently using the bird feeders during
the winter.

Coot

Regular breeding bird with up to 7 pairs (including one by the village), normally 3 or 4. Winter numbers tend to be
slightly higher until the broad freezes over. 1 ringed bird caught with a well timed throw of a jumper.

Oystercatcher

Occasional visitor and common fly over with birds often seen in the flooded grassland behind the University village.
Flyover birds probably from the nearby small breeding populations to the south east and west. One seen on the
island in the middle of the broad during a period of low water in 2010.

Little ringed plover

Regular passage visitor for short period of time- usually leaving soon after dawn through dog disturbance.
Ringed plover

Occasional on passage ¢ flying over and on the ground behind the village

Golden plover

Commonly seen during autumn passage as flyover birds and has been reported as feeding on the playing fields in
2005

Lapwing

Small numbers reported on passage flying over and small groups of birds can been seen flying over at any time of
year. Regular on the flooded grassland behind the village.

Dunlin
Occasional as flyovers or in the flooded grassland behind the village.
Snipe

Winter visitor. Between 20-25 birds wintered at UEA between 2006 and 2008 with 11 being seen flushed from
bluebell marsh in 2008. Likely decreasing as winter counts from recent years have been restricted to one or two
birds from the Yare fringe opposite the footpath. They used to be seen in the wet woodland behind the Sainsbury
centre but with so much traffic and off-lead dogs frequent flushing will drive birds away. Training of hunting dogs in
the winter of 2009 in bluebell marsh by locals probably drove birds from even this site.

Jack snipe
One reported flushed from bluebell marsh in 2009

Woodcock



Regular on passage and decreasing winter visitor. Up to 10 birds used to be found in the wet fen edge of the
Sainsbury wood, the rabbit enclosure and the wet yare edge. Since 2010 woodcock have been seen in one area of
UEA only- probably 2-3 birds. The constant flushing by off-lead dogs likely to drive this species from the campus
except in tiny pockets of suitable habitat- should be a common wintering species. Annually 5-12 are killed on
collisions with windows, 5-10 of those on the large windows of the Sainsbury centre alone, with one from Norfolk
terrace and one from the Elizabeth fry building being the other casualties in 2010/11 (total deaths in 2010/11- 12
birds). All birds examined were very thin-indicating recent migrants from elsewhere in Europe. The estimate of
deaths attributable to windows is likely an under estimate.

Curlew

Regular fly over species (up to 50 birds in a flock) and occasionally found in the flooded wet grassland behind the
village.

Whimbrel
Occasional flyover recorded once on the recent survey in autumn as a flyover.
Green sandpiper

Passage visitor in autumn- seen most years Seen around the UEA broad, river edge and behind the village. Birds of
the broad are often disturbed and so easier to detect, but short stayers.

Wood sandpiper
Occasional passage visitor seen once in recent years in 2009 on the broad edge.
Common sandpiper

Common passage visitor in both spring and autumn to the broad edge and river. Seen each year in small numbers.
Up to 4 on any one day.

Redshank
Fairly common to occasional flyover and seen frequently from the village
Black headed gull

Common loafer all year increasing in number each winter to a maximum count of 155 birds on the broad and up to
300 on the playing fields. Small numbers spend all summer foraging on the grasslands and roosting on the broad.
They are known to follow the foraging otters along the river with groups of 10 or so flying low over the river a good
indicator of otter or human with bread.

Common gull

Common loafer on the broad and playing fields. Numbering up to 70 in the late autumn period.
Herring gull

Common loafer in small numbers. Usually a small number winter on the broad. Very common flyover
Lesser black backed gull

Visitor and often seen as a fly over. Sometimes associated with the other gulls on the broad for a few days, rarely
long stayers remain for a week or so.

Little gull



Rare on passage. Only records are for spring of individuals spending a day or so over the broad before moving on
Common Tern

Common summer visitor, has bred when the gravel island in the broad was higher. Now breeds nearby and adults
forage daily in the chick rearing period. Up to 8 or 9 birds on a given day during passage. Common flyover. Probably
would breed if the gravel island was raised slightly or tern rafts introduced.

Black tern

Rare passage migrant. In recent years only seen during influx passage movements. 2009 saw 2 birds for one day on
the broad successfully fishing on the same days as a large influx not southern England

Little auk

Reported but widely agreed that this was a hoax record, it still displays on some databases. There is one old record
for this species during an autumn influx

Rock dove/feral pigeon

Common resident breeder. Has bred in the halls of residence, under ducting and pipework and in Earlham hall. Some
breed most years.

Stock dove

Increasing resident breeder. Stock doves breed in the boxes put up for Tawny owls and up to 2 chicks per brood have
been ringed. They are commonly heard and seen in the woods and there are up to 5 very confiding individuals that
feed on the medium/short grass by the blue bell greenhouses most days.

Woodpigeon
Very common resident breeder on the campus and amongst the buildings.
Collared dove

Common resident breeder mostly around the buildings and the bluebell lane glasshouses. Has bred at Earlham hall.
Breeds in the ductwork at any time of year with chick found in Feb, November as well as the summer months. The
population is probably sustained by food provided for them advertently and inadvertently.

Turtle dove

Decreasing summer visitor with only one recent record in 2009 of a singing male for one day from the woods along
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Cuckoo

Summer resident breeder. UEA seems to hold one or two singing males most years, arriving in the last week of April
mainly in and around the bluebell marsh reedbed and Cringleford woods. No direct evidence of breeding has been
found although one juvenile was seen in 2010 in the rabbit enclosure taking small tortoisehell caterpillars from
nettles, this might have been a local bird.

Barn owl

Single birds are recorded regularly around bluebell marsh and occasionally around the valley fields by Earlham road
and behind the village. One fresh corpse was found in Jan 2011 and no further records have been received.



Little owl

Up to three pairs breed on UEA campus. With 2 pairs in 2004-2008, three pairs in 2009 and back to 2 pairs in 2010,
2011. They can regularly be seen enjoying the sunshine from large oak trees on the western side of the campus.

Tawny owl

Up to 7 pairs of tawny owl use the UEA campus grounds, with 4-5 of these suspected of breeding within the
boundaries. Their territories are roughly as follows. Behind the university village. Earlham hall, south west end of
Earlham Park. Central Sainsbury centre woods (encompassing the Sainsbury centre and the end of the teaching wall)
the new plantation, Bluebell lane woods across to Eaton park, and Blackdale plantation (sometimes calling from the
INTO centre and the halls).

Swift

Very common summer visitors. No records of breeding at UEA. Swifts arrive at UEA around the first week of May and
leave in mid September. They congregate in sometimes huge numbers to feed on the various species of chafer at the
end of May and start of June estimates range around the 5000 mark. Over 100 swift have been caught and ringed
(including one with very unusual white colouration) but none recovered yet. Plans for incorporation of swift
dwellings in with future new buildings could be an interesting route to encouraging this visitor of wide conservation
concern.

Kingfisher

Resident breeder with one pair on campus augmented in the winter by additional birds on the river and the broad.
The breeding site is becoming overgrown and so a small amount of management is required to aid this species. 1lor 2
are caught each year and none have made any significant movements that have been reported

Green woodpecker

A common and increasing breeding resident with up to 5 breeding pairs annually. One pair by the registry raised 4
young in 2011, with other pairs in Blackdale plantation, bluebell woods, institute fields and the new plantation.
There may be a further pair behind the village however i suspect that this pair uses the land but breeds in Earlham
park. In 1990 this species was scarce with at times one pair attempting to breed on campus. In the intervening years
this species has locally become more numerous to the point of being commonly seen on a daily basis.

Great spotted woodpecker

A common and increasing breeding resident with birds using all suitable woodland pockets on campus. 4-5 nest
holes are found each year and young commonly seen in the summer. Birds come from the surrounding area as
evidenced by birds ringed in Norwich being retrapped at UEA annually. 24 have been caught and ringed at UEA in the
past 3 years most being retrapped regularly the oldest being at least 6 years old.

Lesser spotted woodpecker

A declining resident with perhaps visitor status more accurate. In 1987 3-4 pairs bred at UEA, this reduced to one
pair in 2004 persisting to 2007, after which no breeding activity has been recorded. No records in 2010 and one sight
recording on one occasion in the Sainsbury centre wood in 2011 being the only reliable records. It is likely that this
species will cease to be on the UEA list in the near future-following its fate across much of England.

Skylark



A regular visitor and very common fly over species. In the past this species had 2-3 pairs and held 30 wintering birds.
In recent times it has been recorded rarely from Colney lane area, where UEA borders the countryside. Breeding,
even with good meadow management is very unlikely with the volume of dogs and people using the campus.

Sand martin

Regular visitor that arrives in May and roosts in bluebell lane reedbed in flocks of up to 300. Birds are caught
annually at this roost and are from breeding colonies from north and central Norfolk and from Kings Lynn. There
used to be a breeding colony at UEA but there is currently nowhere suitable. Birds occasionally visit throughout the
summer to feed over the river and broad.

Swallow

An occasional breeding resident and common summer visitor. Swallows have bred in the hose shelter on Lusty hills
(2009) and in the grounds buildings by the sports fields (2008). Once bred in the village, but no recent records of this.
Summer visitors join the swifts feeding on chafers and forage over the broad and river. This species could benefit
from sympathetic building.

House martin

A declining summer visitor. Once bred in large numbers at UEA, now a summer visitor. Has bred on Earlham Hall and
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chafer foraging flocks of swallow and swift in small numbers. The decline mirrors the general decline of the species

across the wider county.

Meadow pipit

Regular flyover and occasional visitor, with a few records in recent years. It used to breed at UEA and had a winter
reedbed roost, of which there has been no sign in recent years. Regularly recorded flying over in small number in
October and November and very occasionally (once in 2010) recorded on the ground.

Yellow wagtail
Scarce passage bird with one recent record in 2011 on the institute fields.
Grey wagtail

Resident and breeding species with up to 3 nests (2007) and 2 during the survey. Regularly breeds along the yare and
forages on the UEA campus- including in the Blackdale plantation one winter. Has bred in the UEA teaching wall with
3 fledged young seen for several weeks on the roof of the Biology teaching labs attended by two parents. Few
records toward the middle and end of 2011.

Pied wagtail

A regular and common breeding resident. Approximately 10 pairs breed around the UEA buildings, mostly in
conduits or among cable or ductwork. One pair in the BIO loading bay raised one brood of 5 in 2010 and 2 broods or
3 and 5in 2011. There is a small roost that starts in October in the Square by the vents from vista/zest and builds to
a maximum of 38 birds in Jan 2012. The rest of the UEA birds probably join the large roost over at the Norfolk and
Norwich Hospital which numbers up to 580 birds. In historical times there was a roost at Waveney terrace and in the
reedbed of 334 birds (1983)



Waxwing

Irregular winter visitor in varying numbers, notably in invasion years- 2010/11 was a classic invasion year with
waxwing reported most days in Jan-Mar 2011. Mostly between 30 and 65 birds present building to 156 in Late
March. 70 still on April 11™ 2011 and the last reported two on the 14™ April.

Wren

Very common breeding resident. Surveys by various groups and transects estimate that there is between 50 and 60
wren territories around the campus (58 in 2011). With the potential of multiple broods this is one of the more
common birds using the buildings and vehicles of UEA as well as the more traditional ivy covered tree trunks.

Dunnock

Very common breeding resident with around 30 breeding pairs annually distributed widely around the buildings and
the hedgerows over the campus. Approximately 50 adults are caught each year during ringing. Nests suffer very high
predation rates but around 20 chicks are ringed each year. Movements have been local to gardens with the usual
array of ringed birds being found hit by cars or brought in by cats.

Robin

Very common breeding resident whose population is augmented by winter migrants. The start of the breeding
season shows between 30 and 40 territories, but the number of breeding attempts is unknown. Between 30 and 50
are ringed each year with no notable movements recorded.

Black redstart

Scares visitor on passage. In 2009 two birds were seen fighting outside of the school of biological sciences, where
they remained all afternoon feeding on the roof of the biology department teaching labs. This species is likely to be
under recorded.

Redstart

Scarce visitor on passage. One recent record. An arrival of one bird with a pied flycatcher in Autumn 2009, which
stayed for a day before resuming migration.

Wheatear

Passage visitor in small number not every year. Usually reported from Lusty hills or the strawberry fields along
bluebell lane where it feeds on the low grazed grass. One record from 2010 in spring is the only recent record.

Pied Flycatcher

One arrived with a redstart in 2009, this coincided with the previous days large fall of migrants and reasonable
easterly winds.

Ring ouzel

Occasional passage migrant. Usually reported from Lusty hills or the strawberry fields along bluebell lane where it
feeds on the low grazed grass. The last record was in 2008.

Blackbird

Very common resident breeder with a wintering population estimated at 190 birds. 92 birds were caught and ringed
on campus in 2010, mostly coming to winter food. Around 25-28 breeding pairs rearing up 1-5 broods in a year.



Breeding usually begins in mid Feb by the buildings and ceases in August. The resident population is boosted by or
replaced by migrants during the autumn.

Fieldfare

Common winter visitor and flyover species between October and April. Regular winter resident in small numbers
along the hedgerows and in the woods. Often joins the roosting redwings in small numbers.

Redwing

Very common winter visitor and flyover sometimes in spectacular numbers. Flyovers from September onwards
coinciding with easterly winds, highest number in October when up to 17000 passed in one afternoon on Lusty hills.
Winters in moderate numbers up to 200 each winter and roosts in one or two sites. The hawthorns in the butterfly
meadow being one preferred site with 145 recorded in 2010. Redwing tend to forage widely being confined to the
leaf litter of the woodlands when the ground is frozen.

Song thrush

Regular breeder and common resident with around 9 pairs breeding per year. Number have fluctuated and in 2007
only 3 pairs were found, but this number has risen since. The winter population is likely to be augmented by
migrants but numbers around 30 birds.

Mistle thrush

A regular breeder and resident. 4-5 pairs breed annually at UEA in large territories raising 3-4 broods per year.
Wintering birds seem to hold their summer territories and other birds arrive to join the winter thrush flocks.
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in 2004, followed by 4, 6, 6, 5, 0, 2, 3 pairs in the years to 2011. The absence of birds in 2009 did not coincide with

any particularly harsh weather and remains a mystery. Territories loudly proclaimed from early spring and young

have been caught and ringed.

Grasshopper warbler

Summer breeding species. Up to 3 singing males per year are heard in May time with one or two persisting to sing in
the later summer, which are presumed breeders singing for a second breeding attempt. Each year one is on UEA
land and one within 30m of UEA boundary or within it along bluebell marsh and a third bird occasionally is heard
singing from the marshland along the river Yare by the sports fields. Birds have been seen carrying food in June in
2010 and 2011.

Sedge warbler

Very common summer breeding species with up to 20 pairs distributed along the river margin and in the marsh
areas. 2011 had 17 territories where breeding evidence was gathered. Several movements have been recorded from
ringed birds showing that these birds pass through the south coast of the UK (e.g.icklesham) and then follow the
river system through (to) UEA. Several birds are retrapped every year showing breeding site fidelity.

Reed warbler

Common summer breeding species with an estimate of 10-15 breeding pairs (14 in 2011) mainly in bluebell marsh
with a scattering in the more dense phragmites patches along the river. Around 10 adults are caught each year
during the breeding season and of these 3 or 4 are wearing rings from UEA from previous years- showing site fidelity
between breeding seasons. One bird caught in 2011 was breeding for the 6" successive year.
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Blackcap

Very common summer breeder and resident. Between 12 and 19 territories are held at UEA each year with 16 in
2011. Blackcaps also winter on campus with individuals being caught at feeding sites each winter since 2008, and
individuals have been found in subsong in the warmer parts of Earlham and UEA on sunny January mornings.
Around 6 or 7 are caught each year on UEA campus and none have been recovered away from UEA.

Garden warbler

Summer breeding species with a very variable population with between 2 and 3 pairs breeding annually,
exceptionally in 2011 8 pairs held territory. Historically a common breeding species with an estimate of between 5
and 12 pairs (ca1980-1987). Only 2 birds of this species have been caught in recent years and neither recovered.

Lesser whitethroat

Uncommon but regular summer breeding species arriving generally around the first week of May. Generally one pair
on campus at UEA either by strawberry fields along Bluebell Lane or by the institute fields. 2 pairs raised 9 young in
2011, with one family of 5 being seen daily on the island in the broad for some weeks. In 1987 lesser whitethroat
were reported as being increasing and common with 5+ pairs on campus.

Whitethroat

Summer breeding species, which in recent years has been increasing in number from 4 pairs in 2004 to 6 pairs in
2008 to 10in 2009, 12 in 2010 and 16 pairs in 2011, a pattern that seems to be repeated across Norfolk and further
afield. Whitethroats breed in any area of undisturbed long grass with bramble or reeds along the river valley and in
dense areas of hawthorn scrub. They arrive at the end of April and leave in August and seem productive with
seemingly endless broods of chicks fledging in 2011.

Chiffchaff

Summer breeding species that has overwintered on campus and nearby in recent years (2008/9). The population
seems to be stable with around 10 territories on campus. Two around the University village, two near Earlham Hall
and the sportspark. With the remainder along the river valley and broad edge. In 1987 Chiffchaff held 2 territories on
campus.

Iberian chiffchaff

Found on 21% April 2007 by David Andrews singing and holding a territory for several days. This caused quite a
twitch and the close scrutiny of its favoured oak tree.

Willow warbler

A common summer breeding species that is probably declining. 2006 had 7 pairs, 2007 -7, 2008-6, 2009-3, 2010-3,
2011-2. In 1980 there were 20 pairs reported from UEA. The decline broadly represents a mirror of the fate of this
species across East Anglia, into which a lot of effort has gone to try to understand the decline. The habitats at UEA
seem suitable and the pairs that do breed are productive with 12 chicks raised in 2010 alone from two of the nests. 2
birds caught in 2010 were the same males as present on territory in 2009 (there was 1 ringed male in 2011 that was
too willey to be caught again!) and 1 bird ringed as a juvenile at Whitlingham (south Norwich) was caught the
following year at UEA- showing local dispersal.

Goldcrest

Common resident and common passage migrant visitor to UEA. Approximately 10 birds breed annually with 8
territories in 2011, although only one or two nests are found each year- most commonly in the conifers outside the



library. There is an autumn influx that coincides with easterly winds and falls on the coast, and several ringed
goldcrest have been recovered in a line from UEA to Dorset suggesting their migration route.

Firecrest
A rare visitor in autumn with one record in 2010, one in 2011 and one in 2012.
Spotted flycatcher

Summer visitor which has bred and was once common. In pace with the wider Norfolk landscape this species has
declined so drastically that it no longer breeds at UEA and is at best a scarce visitor. One over summered in 2010 and
they are seen most years in May.

Long tailed tit.

Very common breeding resident with 20-27 pairs. Most years 21-23 nests are found ( 2007, 2008, 2010, 2011) and
occasionally 27 (2010). With every available suitable habitat occupied from February. The nests are simple to find

when being built and easily observed thereafter. Nest failure is around 40%. Autumn and winter flocks of up to 45
birds are found and are regular at the feeders and consequently around 70-80 are caught each year.

Bearded tit

A regular visitor in the autumn with up to 6 spending a few weeks in bluebell marsh in 2009, 2010 and 2011. No
recent breeding records- it is likely that the reed bed is too dry for this species which is common elsewhere in the
Yare valley

Blue tit

A very common resident breeding species with around 40-50 breeding pairs, occupying all suitable habitat. Winter
populations probably boosted by birds from the surrounding areas- with at least juvenile dispersers from Eaton park,
Cringleford, Eaton and the golden triangle areas. Over 220 adult birds are ringed each year on the campus and the
majority of the broods found in the nestboxes as pullus between 6 and 12 days old.

Great tit

A very common resident breeding species with around 25-30 breeding pairs, occupying all suitable habitat. Winter
populations probably boosted by birds from the surrounding areas- with at least juvenile dispersers from Eaton park,
Cringleford, Eaton and the golden triangle areas. Over 180 adult birds are ringed each year on the campus and the
majority of the broods found in the nestboxes as pullus between 6 and 12 days old. Some unusual nests have been
reported- such as in vehicle engines, underground in holes dug for tree irrigation and in a stack of breeze blocks in
the greenhouse area.

Coal tit

A common resident breeding species, increasing in recent years with 8-9 breeding pairs. Found in the pine and
deciduous woodlands with a pair or two in each reasonably sized suitable habitat patch. Coal tits are commonly
caught at the feeders and often retrapped with an average of 11 caught in a year and 34 retrap events of the same
birds. Their habit of flying to and from the feeders every minute or so and hiding food in crevices and nooks may go
some way to explaining the reason for the high retrap rate.

Willow tit

Once a resident breeder, now no long at UEA. One bird was seen in 2005 and reports since then, when followed-up
have always yielded very obvious marsh tits but never willow tit. It is very likely that this species ceased living here



quite a few years ago- mirroring its fate across much of Norfolk, where it has reached the stage of being a
description species. Willow tit used to be one of the more common breeding species at UEA

Marsh tit

Common resident breeding species with 4 breeding pairs in 2010. In 2005 there were 2 pairs of Marsh tits at UEA
and this grew to 3 pairs in 2007 and 4 from 2009. Up to 8 birds per year are caught at feeding stations at UEA and
the oldest is approaching 6 years old.

Nuthatch

Common resident breeder. Increased form a single pair in 2006 to 5-6 pairs in 2011. Now occupies all suitable
habitats across the campus. Two broods in 2011 were monitored and one raised 9 chicks and one 8 chicks to
fledging, the latter occupying a nest box. Approximately 7 birds are caught each year at the feeding stations and
usually are retrapped frequently.

Treecreeper

Common resident breeding species with 6-8 pairs annually, widely distributed across the whole campus they are
regularly seen amongst the buildings and the woodlands alike, 5 or 6 birds are trapped each year at UEA

Jay

Common resident breeder with approximately 4 pairs each year, nesting in the new plantation and the edge of
Cringleford wood. It is unclear if this species is becoming commoner or is becoming habituated to human activity
but several tame birds can be watched feeding at close quarters with ease. 5 or 6 birds are caught each year and
there is a marked increase in reporting during the winter months.

Magpie

Common resident breeding species 2-3 pairs annually and a large winter roost with a maximum count of 94 birds in
Jan 2012. See graph below of roost occupancy.

Jackdaw

Regular breeding resident species with 2-3 pairs breeding on UEA land and a roost of up to 600 birds. The main local
breeding population is in Earlham Park, but a few do breed at UEA. The main presence is the roost that builds from a
few birds in the summer to over 600 birds in Feb, with pre roost gatherings on the UEA buildings, sportspark and the
main UEA carpark.



Rook

Regular visitor, winter roost and recent breeder. The rook roost in Blackdale plantation has been growing steadily in
recent years up to approx 400 birds in 2012. In 2011 some remained and began the UEA rookery- with 14 nests
constructed and 11 used in the first season, fledging at least 12 young. Adults with fledged young were seen in
Earlham park in midsummer- presumably were birds from this rookery.

Numbe

Carrion crow

Regular breeder and resident species with 1 or 2 pairs annually. Fledged chicks are seen in mid summer on the sports
pitches annually with 2 the normal fledged brood size. Numbers increase during the winter and up to 15 join the
rook and jackdaw roost most evenings. Annually many gather to feed on the diseased rabbit carcases over campus.

Starling

A regular breeding resident and visiting species with 24-30 pairs breeding each year in the duct work under the main
walkway and halls of residence. When fledged the young from the wider Norwich research park gather to feed on
the chafers on the sports pitches in impressive numbers with 1670 counted in 2009, 1265 counted in 2010. Only 380
were counted in 2011. The flock roost on Lusty hills and stays only as long as the chafers remain before dispersing.
Starlings are only flyover species during winter months, with a few feeding on food provides by the Science stores
and the halls along bluebell road. Recently a roost has gathered along bluebell lane (2012) numbering up to 2200.

House sparrow

Resident breeding species and visitor in low numbers. 1 pair has bred in recent years in a building along bluebell
road, and raised 4 young. The rest of the year house sparrows can be seen around the medical centre and halls along
bluebell lane in small number and not regularly- they breed in good numbers in the houses opposite UEA and it is
probably a lack of suitable nesting sites that prevents them colonising UEA- as there appears to be suitable habitat
and feeding opportunities.

Tree sparrow

One report in 2009, unconfirmed and unsupported and probably should be discarded as there are no suitable areas
for this species and it is not found nearby

Chaffinch



Regular resident breeding species with a stable breeding population of 20-30 pairs boosted in the winter by migrant
populations. Evidence of this comes with catching and ringing a number of new birds coinciding with falls on the
coast and some being outside of the morphometric range of British chaffinch (i.e. larger). Approximately 70 chaffinch
are caught annually at UEA and three birds ringed elsewhere in Norwich have been recovered. Chaffinch breed
around the buildings however the recent destruction of the vast majority of suitable breeding sites (>75%) will
impact their numbers quite drastically.

Brambling

Common winter visitor arriving in variable numbers as early as September (27/9) and remaining into April with a
male in 2010 in full song. Between 5 and 40 brambling are caught each winter and the number caught seems to
broadly reflect the number on campus, with high years having high numbers of birds- sometimes forming an
obvious, noisy roost in Ivy covered trees on the woodland edge.

Greenfinch

Regular breeding species with between 2 and 40 pairs on campus. 2008 had 33 pairs, 2009 had 6 pairs, 2010 had 8
pairs and 2011 had 21 pairs in the main UEA campus with up to 25 nests found in some years (2008). However like
the Chaffinch above the vast majority of suitable breeding habitat has been removed from the campus and will
cause a drastic decline in this species. Up to 80 roost in one tree outside the halls of residence by the main car park.
This has risen from 10 birds in 2009- following recovery from decline attributed to Trichomoniasis outbreaks. The
species ability to recover should provide incentive to provide suitable nesting sites in the future.

Goldfinch

Regular breeding resident species- increasing in number in recent years breeding in the hedgerows surrounding the
sports pitches and around the buildings. Winter food provided has probably helped this species and 2 winter roosts
are known on campus of between 30-70 birds each and three known from very nearby- N&N hospital, A11 and the
University village. Approximately 150 goldfinch are caught each year at UEA.

Siskin

Regular wintering species arriving from August onwards and building to flocks of up to 400 birds. They chiefly feed
on the alders that are abundant at UEA and mix with the two species of redpoll and goldfinch regularly. They are
rarely caught as they rarely need to use the feeders.

Linnet

Regular breeding resident species with 1 pair usually breeding at UEA around Lusty hills. Two or three or more pairs
regularly use UEA to forage and on occasion they come to feeders. They commonly bred in 1987 but the level of
disturbance is probably too great across the majority of the UEA campus.

Common redpoll

Up to three individuals have been seen most years associated with the lesser redpoll and siskin flocks. With 2 caught
in 2011 and one in 2009.

Lesser redpoll

Common winter visitor and passage migrant in sometimes large numbers with flocks of 40-50 resident throughout
the winter. On passage many small flocks can be observed flying over or dropping in briefly to the pines around the
new plantation with the maximum count in October 2009 of 355 birds through in 3 hours.



Bullfinch

Resident breeding species, at times obvious and commonly recorded and at others scarce. Between 1 and 6 pairs

have been recorded breeding in a year, recently 2 pairs have been confirmed (2010 and 2011). The breeding

population is probably either augmented or replaced by birds migrating in from unknown localities. 2 or 3 are
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relocated or photographed

Hawfinch

Occasional visitor during the winter for periods of days or weeks. Seldom seen but present for at least 2 weeks in
2008 a pair fed under feeders in the rabbit compound and were observed on three occasions. Past long stayers have
been seen at the greenhouse compounds along bluebell lane and nearby in Eaton Park.

Common crossbill

Regular flyover in autumn and winter, none seen on the campus grounds.

Reed bunting

Common breeding resident with a small winter roost in the bluebell marsh in some years.

Between 7 and 12 pairs breed at UEA annually in the bluebell marsh and along the river Yare. They can commonly be

seen feeding on willow seeds along the paths around the broad. Up to 10 are ringed each year and commonly 50% of

birds caught have been caught in the same site in previous years, one first ringed in Suffolk, caught at UEA indicates
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Snow bunting

Single record of a snow bunting remaining for 4 days in late 2011 and feeding around the halls and grassy area by the
medical centre was an unusual visitor and was enjoyed by many.



Ringing summary

Below is the ringing summary for the ringing group at UEA with birds caught and ringed at UEA, mainly during 2008-
2012. The main activities are winter ringing at feeding stations and summer ringing in the reed bed. The general
human activity prevents ringing at other times. Many nests are monitored each year and the pulli (chicks) are ringed
in situ. Recoveries are birds that have been ringed at UEA and subsequently re captured either by UEARG or by other
people

Species accounts- Mammals- anecdotal records and information

Bank vole

Common species in the woodland and field edge habitat. Regularly trapped in Longworth small mammal traps during
all session at all times of the year.

Field vole

Common in some years (2007, 2011) and uncommon in others. Prefers the grassy habitat along the river but is
caught in traps set in the rabbit enclosure for example

Water vole

One individual caught in 2009 in a trap set for water rail in the bluebell reed bed. One report in 2011 of a suspected
water vole. It is likely that this species persists at UEA, although there recently has been a large number of Mink
present and this has probably held the species back somewhat.

Harvest mouse

Quite common in bluebell marsh and the fen along the Yare with searches in late summer yielding a good number of
nests and a small number caught in traps each year.

Wood mouse
The commonest small mammal on the campus with good numbers caught each year
Yellow necked mouse.

Caught each year in Longworth traps in the woods along Colney lane, never common and the population does not
seem to have reached either Blackdale plantation or the wood in Earlham Park.

House mouse

One caught in a Longworth trap in Blackdale plantation and several seen dead or alive around the university halls of
residence

Brown rat

Fairly common resident around the woods and the halls.

Grey squirrel

Very common resident.

Hare

Uncommonly seen at UEA- the only records are from behind the university village and Lusty hills.
Rabbit

Very common with up to 280 seen in one group during the end of the summer and before myxamatosis has come
through. Quite commonly found dead on the campus outside and during outbreaks- showing signs of being killed by
dogs. Those responsible for the campus are seen to fulfil their legal responsibility to control these invasive
herbivores



Hedgehog

Very common resident with a good population in the woods at UEA.
Mole

Very common resident

Common shrew

Very common and commonly caught in Longworth traps. Often hear in the hedgerows and fen during the spring and
summer months.

Pygmy shrew

Seems to be common at UEA with individuals caught most years in Longworth traps. If provisioned with sufficient
castors this species suffers no detriment and has been shown to be recaught frequently- preferring the food offered
to foraging! Development of more sensitive traps would likely reveal this to be a very common species. Currently
pygmy shrews are found in un tripped Longworth traps feeding happily.

Water shrew

Four individuals recorded whilst actively searching. None apart from these suggesting that directed searching is
useful to confirm presence of absence of water shrew.

Natterers bat
Unconfirmed records of this species from historical records and recent records require confirmation
Daubentons bat

One of the commonest bats at UEA, which must be one of the most accessible locations to view this species in
Norfolk. With up to 8 individuals counted at 6 reliable locations on the Campus on each night where mean
temperatures exceed 10 degrees.

Noctule bat

Commonly found flying over the east end of the broad and along the river Yare. Also recorded roosting in nest boxes
in the winter

Common pipistrelle

Common, with suspected roosts along the river Yare and in Earlham Hall
Soprano pipistrelle

Common and found throughout the more open wooded areas on campus
NathusiusChipistrelle

Suspected from one call- but requires confirmation

Brown long eared bat

Under recorded but probably common, found in 3 nest boxes roosting in the winter of 2010 and one caught in a
mist net in 2007



Red deer

One individual along bluebell lane in 2010

Roe deer

Common in two areas of the campus rarely visited by dog walkers
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commonest deer on campus with regular sightings in Blackdale plantation, bluebell woods, institute fields
Chineese Water deer

One reported in 2008, probably a misidentification of Muntjac deer

Domesticated dog

The commonest large predator on campus- with over 300 dogs walked each day. Scat surveys have revealed a
minimum of 50 illegal fouling events daily and baseline surveys of dog walkers reveal that over half do not carry bags
or methods to clean up after their pets. The frequency of off-lead dogs seriously impact upon several native species
and needs some management attention. Those responsible for the campus are not fulfilling their legal responsibility
in enforcing the safe use of the campus by these animals.

Red fox

Commonly seen on the UEA campus with Dens in Blackdale plantation and in the Sainsbury centre woods commonly
used. One of the commonest mammals recorded on the camera traps.

Stoat.

Common although seldom seen except in the early morning- presumably due to disturbance. Stoats have been seen
chasing and taking rabbits and one female with 6 young was seen in 2009

Weasel

Fairly common although only records on 4 occasions in the past 3 years. One was seen depredating a long tailed tit
nest in the new plantation in 2010

American mink

Common and regularly seen along the river and broad, often swimming and often recorded as Otter. Footprints and
tracks show that this species is present in 2012-

European Otter

Increasingly commonly sighted since the first regular records in 2008. Up to three otter present in 2009, with the
establishing of a territorial male and lone female in 2010. Breeding occurred on campus in 2011 with three young.
Who have habituated to the disturbance caused by dogs and walkers fairly well, although otters have been seen to
be chased by dogs into the river on.

Eurasian badger

Uncommon and probably only visited by dispersing individuals. One dead female found on colney lane in 2010
appeared to be very fresh and showing signs of collision with a vehicle.

Domesticated cat



One cat regularly hunts at UEA and cat reports are increasing and are expected to continue to do so when the
roundhouse development is complete. Control of feral cats may be necessary in the future.
