The Studentships will be available under the Scheme to applicants who, in their research proposal, can clearly demonstrate academic excellence in areas relevant to the strategic interests of the School of Social Work and Psychology and to the Centre for Research on the Child and Family.

Applications in all of our areas of research are welcomed, but we particularly encourage applications in the following research programmes:

1.	The development of anxiety in children, in particular the role of parent anxiety, parenting styles and information processing biases. The relationship between cognitive processes and approach/avoidance behaviour (Dr Helen Dodd)
2.	Social cognition; attention and emotion; social and object-directed action; action perception; face perception; gaze perception (Dr Andrew Bayliss)
3.	Experimental social psychology, particularly social cognition, implicit attitudes, prejudice, and social embodiment. (Dr Charles Seger)
4.	EEG Biofeedback research, including using EEG related information to aid individuals to reach their optimum level of functioning (Dr Neil Rutterford)
5.	Risk and decision making, the influence of individual differences, emotional and rational processes, and the effect of context on risk perceptions and behaviour (Dr Piers Fleming)
6.	Parenting, couple relationships and mental health of fathers after the birth of premature infants (Professor Margaret O’Brien)
7.	Personality and basic systems of emotion and motivation, especially as applied to clinical disorders; and the experimental bases of psychosis-proneness and schizotypy (Professor Philip Corr)

The Studentships cover tuition fees (UK/EU rates), a tax-free maintenance grant (currently £13,590 per year), and a research training support grant. International students are welcome to apply but must be able to pay the difference between UK/EU fees and international fees. However in some limited cases the School may consider providing “top up” grants covering the international component of tuition fees if a student’s research topic is closely aligned to the strategic interests of the School.
Applicants are invited from suitably qualified graduates. Candidates should hold, or expect to hold, a minimum of at least a 2.1 degree and a Research Masters degree or equivalent. EU and International applicants may be required to provide evidence of competence in the English Language.
To be considered for this award, you should make an application for admission to an MPhil/PhD in the normal manner, but you should indicate the intention to be considered for an open studentship under the Postgraduate Studentships Scheme.
