Care proceedings and what happens to children during, before and after these lengthy decision-making processes, discourse and reality in the social work field (Dr Chris Beckett)

Young people involved in, and at risk of involvement in, commercial sexual exploitation (Dr Jane Dodsworth).
3.
Parenting, couple relationships and mental health of fathers after the birth of premature infants (Professor Margaret O’Brien).

4.
Couple negotiation of work and the care of young children when mothers work full-time (Professor Margaret O’Brien).

5.
International comparative family-work policy investigations of fathers (secondary data analysis). (Professor Margaret O’Brien).

6.
Looked after children, adoption, fostering and residential care (Professor Gillian Schofield; Dr Beth Neil)
The Studentships cover tuition fees (UK/EU rates), a tax-free maintenance grant (currently £13,590 per year), and a research training support grant. International students are welcome to apply but must be able to pay the difference between UK/EU fees and international fees. However in some limited cases the School may consider providing “top up” grants covering the international component of tuition fees if a student’s research topic is closely aligned to the strategic interests of the School.
Applicants are invited from suitably qualified graduates. Candidates should hold, or expect to hold, a minimum of at least a 2.1 degree and preferably a Research Masters degree or equivalent. EU and International applicants may be required to provide evidence of competence in the English Language.

To be considered for this award, you should make an application for admission to an MPhil/PhD in the normal manner, but you should indicate the intention to be considered for an open studentship under the Postgraduate Studentships Scheme.
