	At 00Z there 966was a cyclone over Iceland and a 973hPa cyclone over the Faroe Islands. Just off the coast of Labrador there was a 982hPa low and 500 km ESE of Newfoundland there was a 991 hPa cyclone.

	Features of interest:
	There is barrier flow over Denmark Strait, in particularly the northern part. 

	Action:
	Down day as last two flights have been barrier flights.


	Outlook for the next 24-48 hours:
	The Newfoundland cyclone moves eastward and is after 48h about 400 km SSW of Iceland with centre pressure of 968hPa. 


	Outlook for the next 48-96 hours:
	The cyclone moves south of Iceland towards Norway and is in the UKMO 96h forecast located at 66N 02W with centre pressure of 978hPa. Another cyclone is moving up similar path. In the 96h forecast it is a 970 hPa cyclone located 500km SE of Cape Farewell.
